SPECIAL CONGREGATIONAL MEETING CALLED FOR SEPTEMBER 29… 

FORMAL STEPS TOWARD FORMATION OF FAITH CURCH 

 

A special Congregational Meeting for the members of St. Andrew Lutheran Church has been called by 

the Congregation Council for Sunday, September 29, following worship. 

 

The meeting will be to vote on the legal closure of St. Andrew Church and to approve the legal 

incorporation of the new Faith Lutheran Church.  Approval of the Constitution of the new congregation 

will also be voted on.  A fourth matter will be to approve the proposed distribution of our Legacy Gifts.  

The Congregation Council, after careful conversation at its August 25 meeting, has proposed $2,500 



gifts to the Camp Calumet  Lutheran Campership Fund, the ELCA Fund for Leaders (supporting students 

preparing for the ordained ministry), Agape House, Bristol, and St. Vincent DePaul Center, Bristol. 

 

Copies of the legal documents for the church closure and new church incorporation , as well as the 

Constitution for Faith Church, will be made available online in mid-September.  Due to the large 

amount of paper involved, a very limited amount of hard copies will be made available in the church 

office.
